On behalf of the Academy of General Dentistry (AGD) and its 40,000 membership, I write 
to express our support for the Reversing the Youth Tobacco Epidemic Act of 2019, 
legislation that would help curb the rise of youth tobacco use by enacting provisions that 
limit access and the appeal of tobacco products to people under 21.
